R.C.I.A. is the process by which 
adults are prepared for Baptism and 
Confirmation.  The Sessions begin in 
October and come to completion at the 
Easter Vigil service. 
 
Pastoral Care Areas    (P.C.A.) were 
established by the diocese to enhance 
the ministry of parishes.  I.C. is joined 
with St. Patrick’s in Chittenango, St. 
James in Cazenovia, and St. Ann's in 
Manlius.

It must have been a summer day in the 11th century 
when St. Anselm poured out this advice. 
 “Escape from your everyday business for a short 
while,” he urges.  “Make a little time for God and rest 
a while in him.” 
 Today the wisdom of this Archbishop 
(Canterbury), Theologian, and Doctor of the Church, 
seems more vital than ever.  For as Christians, it is 
our privilege and duty to deepen and grow in our rela-
tionship with the Creator—whom Jesus, the Son of 
God, told us to address as our “Father.” 
 The Gifts of the Holy Spirit help us, beginning 
with Wisdom—the pathway to personal and experien-
tial love of God. And it’s the gift of knowledge that 
will guide you in the best ways to achieve your goal. 
 Here are some time-tested ways to get to know 
God: 
· Prayer.  Beginning with our primary prayer:  Holy 

Mass on Sunday.  But the summer is rich in Feasts 
that should draw us to daily Mass as well.  On Fri-
day, August 6, we celebrate one of the key mo-
ments when God revealed the Divinity of Jesus.  
The Transfiguration of the Lord.  Try putting this 
daily Mass on your calendar—and add a few min-
utes for reflection. 

· Service to others.  Again as Jesus taught us: What-
ever we do for those most in need, we do for God 
Himself,  Whether within your own parish or a par-
ish cluster, there are many opportunities to come 
closer to God via the Corporal and Spiritual Works 
of Mercy: Food pantries, soup kitchen, thrift shops, 

tutoring children at risk, visiting the sick and the 
elderly,  Add to that, inviting family and friends to 
come to Mass with you, or even to a parish picnic,  
You never know where God will surprise you! 

· The retreat.  Even in summer, local retreat centers 
or houses of prayer offer ways to lavish time on the 
Lord.  But it won’t happen, until and unless you 
schedule it on your calendar. 

· Fast and “sacrifice” with a purpose.  It is a form of 
prayer.  We Catholics honor Friday as a day of sac-
rifice.  One example: The whole family can plan a 
Friday of simple meals—with all proceeds going, 
perhaps monthly, to the Church’s missionary work.  
This kind of prayer will connect you and the family 
with other members of God’s “family.” 

· Get comfortable with the Bible.  This year we focus 
on the Gospel of St. Luke.  Try to read a small por-
tion—at least once a week, and give yourself some 
time to be lost in awe and reverent wonder. 

· Go to Mass, perhaps even one day a week besides 
our Sunday Assembly.  Then, like those once de-
jected disciples of Jesus, who thought they had lost 
him forever—you too can tell others how you 
“came to know him in the breaking of the 
bread.” (Luke 24: 13-35 

· Ask the Holy Spirit to help you make honest deci-
sions about where and how you can commit some 
time to your relationship with God—the relation-
ship that grows and moves with you—all the way 
into eternity. 

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE OBTAINING 
HEARING AIDS 

 

Hear Now is a national program of the Starkey 
Hearing Foundation, which provides assistance to 
those in need of hearing aids but who are unable to 
afford them.  Verification of the applicant’s finan-
cial status and proof of the need for a hearing aid 
are part of the application procedure.  The applicant 
is responsible for the evaluation, a small program 
fee and the cost of batteries and repairs.  Once 
qualified, an applicant will receive a hearing aid 
without any other costs.  Since the program’s incep-
tion in 1999, the foundation has provided 70,620 
hearing aids,  For an application, call 1 (800) 328-
